 Takeout meals are available for work or school related conflicts, 24-hour notice is requested.  Be sure and 
sign up for any specific requests, so meals are tailored more to your liking. 

 Special diets can be accommodated; however, we do ask that you provide an outline of your dietary needs. 

 Pioneer is very proud of our nutritional awareness program.  We designed it to help you make sound 
choices concerning your diet and health.  A booklet is available for you that explains the program, but 
should you desire more information, come talk to me.  We hope you will take advantage of this information. 

 
Some policies we need your help with . . . 

 All students will bring proper I.D. to enter the dining hall.  Anyone without an I.D. will be required to pay. 

 Our program is based on unlimited seconds (thirds, etc.).  We all try to be good stewards, so please do not 
waste food or take more than you can eat. 

 No food, drink, or dishware of any kind is to be taken from the dining hall. 

 Non meal plan students and visitors must pay at the door to enter the dining hall.  The line rates are posted 
at the door.
